WHAT BOBCATS EAT

The most common wildcat, the bobeat, is named
after its short, bobbed tail. An average of 25
pounds, bobcats are roughly twice the size of
domestic cats. Stealthy, patient hunters, bobcats
can kill prey much bigger than themselves.
However, their diet generally consists of insects,
bats, mice, rats, birds, squirrels, rabbits, snowshoe
hares, deer and occasionally outdoor cats.

Elusive and predominantly noctumnal, bobcats
are rarely seen. Yet, like all wild animals trying to
survive, their search for food can sometimes bring
them into urban areas. Make sure they don't find
a food reward that will encourage them fo stay in
the community where they are at risk of being
killed by cars.

+  Feed your pets inside

. Take down birdfeeders and never scafter
seed. Bird seed can attract rats, which in
tum. can affract bobcats and other
predators that prey on the rodents

B Pick fallen fruit, as that encourages rodents

. Use eleciric fencing if you keep livestock
such as chickens

. Keep cats ond smail unaftended dogs
inside. especially at night. although
aftacks on dogs are exiremely uniikely

Bobcats mate in late winter and produce
1-6 kittens in early spring. A female
bobcat is solely responsible for raising her
young. Bobcat kiftens are first taught to
hunt at around 5 months old. When the
kittens are between 8-11 months old, they
leave their mother and are forced to find
their own territory.
